The Final CSI Report

Your job now is to report your findings to the Detective Chief Inspector in charge of the case so that he has all the evidence required for him to decide who to arrest and what to charge them with.

This report should include:

· Analysis of the procedures – you do not need to write out the methods (these are provided for you) but you need to say how it was a fair, accurate, reliable test.
· Did you get the results you expected?

· Were there any anomalies (odd results)?

· List each piece of evidence (positive and negative results) for each of the 4 suspects and explain how you came to the conclusion you did.

· Evaluation of results – were the tests appropriate to the evidence you had?

· In an ideal world (in a CSI lab) what other tests or evidence would you have liked to have completed?

· You should present a well-structured, logical evaluation of the strengths and weaknesses of the tests completed

Your final portfolio of results should include:

· Front Cover

· Introduction (covering vocational application)
· Initial Scene of Crime report (evidence log)

· Autopsy Report

· Hand drawn graph of body temperature after death, with case timings marked on

· The evidence (test results) including:

· Risk assessments –

· For chemicals used in flames test

· Hydrochloric acid (0.5M), Sulphuric acid (0.5M), Silver Nitrate, Barium Chloride 

· Standard Procedures – 
· Blood Type Testing

· Titration of Urine

· Gun Shot Residue testing

· Fingerprint taking and lifting and patterns
· Flame testing (soil analysis)
· Time of Death table
· Results tables for each test completed
· Conclusion for each test

· Evidence summary for the 4 suspects

· Final Conclusion – Who would you put forward to the CPS to prosecute
