Blood Type Analysis

To determine blood type, we use an agent called an ANTISERUM. When added to the corresponding blood type, coagulation occurs. This is where a precipitate (a solid powder) forms.

There are four main blood types:

Blood group A

Blood group B

Blood group AB 

Blood group O

There are two antisera, A and B

When the antisera A is added to blood groups A or AB, a precipitate forms (()


-if it is added to blood groups B or O, no precipitate forms (()

When the antisera B is added to blood groups B or AB, a precipitate forms (()

-if it is added to blood groups A or O, no precipitate forms (()

No precipitate forms when either antisera is added to blood group O

Standard Procedure for Blood Group Typing

1 Use test tubes with blood sample from each suspect.
2 Take two test tubes/ samples from each suspect (do not get them mixed up).

3 Add 2 drops of antisera A to first test tube. Note result as ( or (
4 Add two drops of antisera B to second test tube. Note results as ( or (
5 Using table above, determine the blood group.

6 Repeat for all suspect blood samples
